Installation

1. Use the 1998 S1/S1W LIGHTNING SERVICE MANUAL
as a guide to remove the following parts.

a. Remove seat and tail section according to Service
Manual Instructions. Save all hardware for
reinstallation.

b. See Figure 1. Unplug rear turn signal and tail lamp
wiring (4).

c. Cut washer holding seat screw (1). Discard washer
and remove screw.

d. Remove bolt (3) holding tail lamp bracket to frame.

e. Remove two nuts (metric) and washers to detach
tail lamp from tail lamp bracket. Discard nuts.

f.  Remove turn signals.

2. See Figure 2. Assemble removed hardware on new tail
lamp bracket.

a Attach left (4) and right (1) turn signals. Tighten
nuts to 25-28 in-lbs (2.8-3.2 Nm). Make sure drain
holes (5) on each turn signal face towards ground.

b. Attach tail lamp (3) to new bracket (6) using two
new locknuts (metric).

3. See Figure 3. Attach bracket assembly to frame.
a. Slide new tail lamp bracket assembly over frame.

Frame tubing should rest on padding within
bracket.

. Turn signal (2)
. Tail lamp bracket and bolt

b. Tail lamp and turn signal wiring (3) must fit in space
between frame tubing.

c. Loosely install both T-27 TORX screws and
washers (2).

d. Loosely install bolt (1) to secure new bracket. After
bolt has been installed, tighten both T-27 TORX
screws (2) securely.

e. Tighten bolt (1) to 10-12 ft-lbs (14-16 Nm). Remove
both T-27 TORX screws and washers (2).

4. Install seat screw and a new seat screw washer
(included in kit). Seat screw washer fits between tail
lamp bracket and frame.

5. Attach and secure wiring.
a. Left and right turn signals-see Figure 4.
b. Tail lamp-see Figure 5.

c. Bundle wires under frame. Secure bundle with a
new cable strap.

6. Install the new tail section with hardware removed
in Step 1.

AWARNING

Check for proper turn signal and brake light operation

before riding motorcycle. Visibility is a major concern

for motorcyclists. Failure to have proper turn signal or
brake light operation could result in death or serious
injury.

7. Check turn signals and brake light for proper operation.
If operation fails, reread procedure and verify that all
steps were performed.

a. Turn ignition key switch to IGN.

b. Tail lamp should be lit. Pull front brake hand lever
and brake light should illuminate. Depress rear
brake pedal and brake light should illuminate.

c. Activate left turn signals using switch on left
handlebar. Front and rear left turn signals must
flash.

d. Activate right turn signals using switch on left
handlebar. Front and rear right turn signals must
flash.

e. Turn ignition key switch to LOCK.

AWARNING

After installing seat, pull upward on front of seat to be sure
it is locked in position. If seat is loose, it could shift during
vehicle operation causing loss of control of vehicle and
death or serious injury.

8. Install seat.
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
